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Fire Safety

- Smoke alarms should be on every level
of the home, outside each sleeping
area and inside every bedroom.

- Carbon monoxide (CO) alarms should
be on every level of the home outside
sleeping areas.

- Have a fire escape plan (two ways out
each room).

- Make sure there is a fire extinguisher in
the home.

Know before you go, and check it out once you get there!

Child Safety Pool Safely Tips

- Avoid deadly tip overs, don't let - Always watch kids in and around
children climb on furniture. the water.

- Keep cleaning supplies in a locked - Keep children away from pool drains.
cabinet or out of reach of children.

- Know how to perform CPR on
- Keep all window cords out of children and adults.

reach of children. - Make sure kids learn to swim.
- Keep baby's sleep space free from

pillows and blankets and use cribs

that meet CPSC standards.

- Protect children - Be aware of a
potentially deadly gap between interior
and exterior doors of home elevators.
